QUESTIONS TO PREPARE FOR THE EXAM FOR INTERNATIONAL STUDENTS OF THE FACULTY OF MEDICINE IN THE DISCIPLINE "PEDIATRIC"

1. Principles of organizing medical and preventive care for children in a clinic: the main areas of work of a pediatrician. A healthy child's medical examination, organization, its goals and objectives.

8. Premature baby: definition, causes of premature birth. Signs of prematurity. Features of nursing premature babies.

9. Health assessment of newborns. Rules for caring for a newborn baby. Nursing of newborns.

10. Intrauterine infection: definition. Causes, clinical features, diagnosis, treatment, and prevention of intrauterine infections.

11. Definition of the concept of physical development in children. Laws of child growth. Factors influencing physical development. Methods for assessing physical development.

12. Patterns of sexual development in children: types of sex, criteria for the onset of puberty, the concept of sexual formula.

13. Criteria for delayed puberty and precocious puberty, their causes.
14. Anatomical and physiological characteristics of the child's nervous system. Physiological reflexes of newborns.

15. Development of statics and motor skills in children in the first year of life.

16. Stages of speech development in young children from birth to 5 years.

17. Perinatal central nervous system injury: causes and general symptoms.

18. Anatomical and physiological characteristics of the skeletal, dental, and muscular systems in children.

19. The concept of hypovitaminosis D. Vitamin D-deficiency rickets: etiology, pathogenesis, classification, clinic, treatment, and prevention.

20. Anatomical and physiological characteristics of the cardiovascular system in children. Fetal and newborn circulation.

21. Peripheral blood composition in children of different age groups.

22. Anemias in children: concept, classification, and causes.

23. Iron deficiency anemia: etiology, pathogenesis, clinical features of sideropenic and anemic syndromes, diagnosis, treatment, and prevention. Differential diagnosis with Minkowski-Chauffard microspherocytosis.

24. Anatomical and physiological features of the skin in children.

25. Atopic dermatitis: etiology, pathogenesis, classification, diagnosis, clinical features, treatment, and prevention.

26. Acute allergic reactions. Definition, pathogenesis, and trigger factors. Clinic, diagnosis, and treatment principles for urticaria, angioedema, anaphylaxis, and anaphylactic shock.

27. Anatomical and physiological features of subcutaneous fat in children.

28. Protein-energy malnutrition: causes, classification, clinic, diagnosis, and treatment.

29. Overweight. Obesity in children: causes, classification, clinic, diagnosis, and treatment.

30. Diet for pregnant and lactating women.

31. Breastfeeding: terminology and general biological benefits. The composition of human milk compared to cow milk. The nutritional needs of breastfed infants (proteins, fats, carbohydrates, energy).

32. Contraindications to early breastfeeding and breastfeeding in general.

33. WHO/UNICEF Declaration on the Benefits of Breastfeeding and its Implementation.

34. Baby feeding regimen and methods for calculating daily food intake for newborns and infants.

35. Formulas used in the nutrition of healthy infants under one year of age with artificial and mixed feeding: classification. Principles of adaptation of cow's milk.

36. Mixed feeding: definition, indications for use, rules for introducing supplementary feeding. Methods for determining the amount of supplementary feeding. Need for nutritional ingredients, timing of introducing complementary feeding.

37. Artificial feeding: definition, indications for use, rules for implementation (regime, methods for calculating daily nutritional volume, need for nutritional ingredients, timing of introducing complementary feeding).

38. Complementary feeding: concept, timing, and rules for introduction.

39. Hypogalactia: causes, classification, diagnosis, treatment, prevention.

40. Anatomical and physiological characteristics of the digestive organs in children.

41. Chronic gastroduodenitis: etiology, pathogenesis, classification, clinical features, diagnosis, and treatment.

42. Peptic ulcer disease: etiology, pathogenesis, classification, clinical features, diagnosis, and treatment.

43. Gallbladder dysfunction in children: etiology, pathogenesis, classification, clinical features, and treatment.

44. Anatomical and physiological characteristics of the urinary organs in children.

45. Concept of urinary tract infection. Pyelonephritis in children: etiology, pathogenesis, classification, clinical presentation, diagnosis, differential diagnosis, and treatment.

46. Acute postinfectious glomerulonephritis: etiology, pathogenesis, clinical presentation, diagnosis, and treatment.

47. Chronic glomerulonephritis: classification, clinical presentation, diagnosis, and treatment. Minimal change nephrotic syndrome: definition, clinical presentation, diagnosis, and treatment principles. Concept of chronic kidney disease.

48. Anatomical and physiological characteristics of the respiratory system in children.

49. Obstructive laryngitis: etiology, pathogenesis, clinic, differential diagnosis, treatment, and emergency care.

50. Acute bronchitis: etiology, pathogenesis, classification, clinical presentation, differential diagnosis, and treatment.

51. Community-acquired pneumonia in children: etiology, pathogenesis, classification, clinical features of uncomplicated and complicated forms, diagnosis, differential diagnosis, and treatment.

52. Bronchial asthma: etiology, pathogenesis, classification, diagnosis, clinical features, and differential diagnosis with acute obstructive bronchitis. Controller (basic) therapy for bronchial asthma, principles of step-down therapy. Treatment of bronchial asthma exacerbations.

53. Autonomic dysfunction syndrome in children and adolescents: concept, classification, clinical features, and treatment.

54. Juvenile arthritis: concept, etiology, pathogenesis, classification, clinical features, eye lesions, complications, diagnostic criteria, differential diagnosis with borreliosis and reactive arthritis, treatment, and prevention.

55. Diffuse connective tissue diseases in children: juvenile systemic lupus erythematosus, dermatomyositis, systemic scleroderma: concept, etiology, pathogenesis, diagnostic criteria, clinical features, differential diagnosis, and treatment principles.
